them. However, Luisa and her 

husband separated and the 

house was sold to pay the 

taxes. 

With no place to go, Luisa and 

her 3 children moved into shel-

ter at  Interfaith Council. At that 

time Luisa was receiving wel-

fare and Food Stamps, but the 

family had no transportation, 

health insurance or daycare.  

While in shelter, Luisa found 

employment. While she worked, 

her 2 oldest children attended 

school and her youngest child 

was placed in a childcare cen-

ter.  

Today, Luisa and her husband 

have reunited and have relo-

cated to their own apartment. 

Her husband is working full 

time and Luisa is attending 

school to become a Certified 

Nursing Assistant. They are 

driving a car which was do-

nated to Interfaith Council. 

Luisaõs mother is living with the 

family and taking care of her 

grandchild while Luisa attends 

school.   

When they moved into their 

apartment, the Permanent 

Supportive Housing (PSH) pro-

gram helped them obtain do-

nated furniture, beds and other 

household necessities.  PSH 

provides the family with budget 

counseling and helped them 

apply for  heating and other 

available assistance.  PSH has 

provided Luisa and her family 

with toiletries, diapers and 

other donated items, which 

have saved them significant 

amounts of money. Luisa says 

that the PSH program has 

made her transition to perma-

nent housing much smoother.  

The family is doing well and she 

is confident they will continue 

to be successful. 

Luisa had a difficult childhood. 

Due to her parentsõ long term 

drug and alcohol use, she lived 

with her grandmother.  Unfortu-

nately her grandmother died 

when Luisa was only ten.  Luisa 

tried living with other family 

members, but they were unable 

to provide Luisa with the care 

she needed. Luisa was placed 

in foster care and continued to 

move from one family to an-

other. At sixteen Luisa gave 

birth to a little girl. She married 

her boyfriend, but the marriage 

barely lasted a year.  She then 

met her current husband with 

whom she had 2 more children. 

During this time, Luisa reunited 

with her mother and the family 

moved into her motherõs home.  

When they moved in, unpaid 

back taxes were owed on the 

house; Luisa and her husband 

were hopeful they would have 

sufficient resources to pay 
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 After the father of her baby 

abandoned his family, Susan 

and her daughters aged 11 and 

10 months were forced to 

move into a motel.  When her 

funds ran out in July, 2007 

Susan found herself homeless 

and moved into shelter.  Susan 

was without a car, extremely 

depressed, and feeling hope-

less.  With no family support as 

a result of growing up in foster 

care, she has had to rely on the 

support of strangers.  It was 

through working with Interfaith 

Council that Susanõs life began 

to change.  

Through the generosity of an 

anonymous donor Susan was 

able to purchase a car.  She 

also completed parenting 

classes and attends individual 

therapy which has greatly 

helped alleviate her depres-

sion.  Susan underwent dental 

surgery to improve her appear-

ance and gain confidence to 

meet with prospective employ-

ers and landlords.  She at-

tended Dover Business College 

and graduated December 17, 

2008 with a 3.73 grade point 

average and a degree in Busi-

ness Administration, which she 

is extremely proud of. She is 

grateful for the support and 

encouragement she received 

from the volunteers and staff.  

It was the volunteers that 

watched her children while she 

studied and allowed her to 

accomplish this difficult task.  

Susanõs latest success is ob-

taining a job in her chosen 

field. She is very excited to start 

this new chapter in her life and 

believes she can be successful.  

Susan is receiving rental assis-

tance through a new program 

which is called the Tenant 

Based Rental Assistance Pro-

gram; Interfaith Council re-

ceived two vouchers to be used 

for our families.  She found a 

two bedroom apartment and 

relocated on September 15, 

2008.  To show her support of 

Interfaith Council Susan volun-

teers her time and shares her 

story at community events.    

The kindness of the volunteers 

has meant a great deal to her.  

Susan is now working with the 

Adopt a Family Volunteers from 

the Shrine of St. Joseph and 

maintains contact with several 

of the volunteers she has met 

through out the program.  She 

has joined  the Permanent Sup-

portive Housing Program.
